“The speech of acceptance,” he sald to
the International News Bervice, "deliv-

ered by Senztor Harding, is not only a
confession or failure but it is an ac-
knowledgment of responsibility upon the
part of the Republican senate for the
defeat of the pesace treaty. The fiction
that President Wiilson was responsible
for this defedl seemed to have been
abandoned. K

“The address.” he continusd, “ae-
knowledged our moral obligations to our
allies and the futllity of the world strug-
gle from which we have emérgéd uniéss
international peace is made secure, and
yet the Republican candidale rejécts the
only existing plan for securing werld
peace and offers nothing tangible In Its
place,

“So far as ia possible from the vague
phraseology of the address to daduce
any positive conclusion, it would seem
that Senator Harding favors a séparaie
peece with Germany, the abandonment
of our allies, the scrapping of the peace
treaty and the formation, at some re-
mote time, of a different sort of world
association on terms which the candidate
does not care to set forth. He seems (o
have reverted to the policy which Sen-
ator Lodge in one of his bettér moménts
déclared would ‘brand us wilh ever-
lasting dishonor.”

PARTY AGAINST LEAGUE

“Republicans who have cherished the
valn hope.,” he concluded, “that the Re-

“The feature of the new law,” the
Justice minister - zaid, "lies in the re-
ciprocal festure underlying it. It is &
marked Improvement In the old law rec-
ognizing land ownership by foreigners
proyided Japanese are granted reciprocal
rights in their respective countries.

“The law will be applicablea to all
parts of Japan except Korea and dis-
tricts having a strategic value™

A similar law was enacted 10 years
ago, but was never promulgated and has
réemained a dead letter.

Dry Law Breakers
Must Pay Up Fine,
Also Court Costs

In addition to paying $800 fines for
vielation of the national prohibition law
three residents of Prineville must pay
court costs of §306, according |
issued Thursday by Federal Judge Wol-
verton. R. E, Jones, his wifé and George
B, London, wera convicted of operating
a still and fined $300 each, Jones was
sentenced to 30 days and London to 80
days in the county jail
