“Lumber dealers generaily have per-
mitted their stocks to run down during
in bullding activity and now
must build them up again in order to
take ciare of the trade that will follow

the harvest. An active demand is ex-
pected in all tha agricultural districts,
especlally for material for the construc-
tion of granaries, corn cribs, hay sheds
and additional storage for the grain
that will have to be protécted while
awaiting delayed shipment on account
of the car shortage,

CAR SHORTAGE ACUTE

“The lumber industry generally s ex-
periencing an acute ahortage of cars
and from the inability of the rallroads
to handle promptly and expeditiously
cars that have accumulated in eastern
terminals.  With the granting by the
Interstate Commerce commission of In-
creased freight rates the rallroads will
be in better position to finance their re-
quirements and as, next to the farmers,
the railroads are the largest buyers of
lumber in this country, a demand ls
looked for that will tax the ability of
the mills to supply.

L OAST PLAYS BIG PART

“In supplying the lumber needs of the
country the west coast is going to play |
& more and more important part, for as |
the timber supplies of the south grad-
ually diminish the deficlency from that
section must be made up In the West,
This being true, the guestion of proper
utilization and conseérvation of the great
forests of the Pacific Northwest grows
increasingly important. This has been
recognized by the National Lumber
Manufacturers’ association which, at a
recant meeting in Chicago, promulgated
a national forestry program In which
the industry and the government, fed-
eral and state, may cooperate, and at
the same time wisely selected as fer-
ester for the assoclation to have charge
of this important work for the industry
a Portland man, E. T. Allen, an experi-

.enced forester who has the confidence
of the antire Industry.

A bullet fired by Neil Hart, Indian-
Mexican despermndo, about 2:05 o'clock
Sunday afternoon, proved fatal to Tay-
lor. The sheriff died at 6:10 p. m.
Hart, Jim Owens and Jack Rathie, three
of six prizoners who bolted for liberty
after they had averpowered Deputy Bher-
iff Jacob Marin, were confrontad by
Sheriff Taylor and Guy Wyrick, a friend,
in the office as the men started their
exodus. .

The sheriff lunged for Owens, ]lr‘elt.
of the three, and Wyrick grabbed Hart
The four jostled each other into the pri-
vate office of the sheriff, where the sher.

oners. Rathie worked around behind
Wyrick and, striking him a dazing blow
on the jaw, ocnused him to give up his
attack on the part Indian, HarL
WYRICK PREVENTS BHOT

Wyrick then started to down Rathle
and had the man by the throat and was
flooring him when a shot rang out
Sheriff Taylor groaned. Then he stag-
gered back. Hart had shot him in the
chest, just under the throat

“Throw up your hands, you &
I'll kil you, too,” Hart told Wyrick,

Wyrick looked up and saw the
pointed at his heart. He complied. Hart
threatened to shoot the wounded sheriff
agnin but Wyrick quickiy and coolly
advised against any such action. He
talked rapidly but unperturbedly to the
thre¢ men, asked them to call a doctor
and get water for the wounded official.
The water was brouyght by one but they
would not call a physician.

While one man kept Wyrick covered
the two others went through drawers
and desks in the private office, taking
all the guns and ammunition they could
find. After nearly 10 minutes they left
Wyrick called for assistance as soon &s
possible,

DEPUTY I8 BVERCOME

Physicians worked over the sheriff for
nearly four hours In the office before
they removed HMim to Ht. Anthonys hos-
pital. Just as he reached there he ex-
pired.

The jailbreak took place about 1:45 p.
m., when Deputy Marin brought dinner
to the saven prisoners In the jall. Rathie
struck Marin over the head with a blun!
instrument, but only dased him. Seeing
that a fight lpomed, Marin struggled,
with the men for nearly 10 minutes. He
wis zilone in the sheritf's department
and his calls for help were unheaded by
others in the bullding, who belleved them
to be prisoners’ shouls for pastime. Un-
able to bind and gag the deputy the men
finally overcame him and remowved his
pistol. Albert Lindgren, Lewis Ander-
sofi, Richard Patterson, Hart, Rathle
and Owens made their gelaway. Rich-
ard Jeffreys, saventh prisoner, remained.
LINDGREN SAVES MARIN

Lindgren, who has been In the jafl
since April 30, advised his mates against
shooting Marin, He was first to leave
the building and is thought to have been
on his way when the sheriff and Wyrick,
returning from dinner, entered. Rathle
Owens and Hart were sesking arms and
ammunition when confrontad by the men.
Whether they shot with Marin's gun or
another taken from the office is unde-
termined.

Not a word was spoken when the
officer and his friend encountered the
fugutives, Wyrick saild today.

IAMPIONS CAUSE
OF JAPANESE RACE

Beattle, July 26.—(U. P,)—Judge
Thomas Burke, retired lawyer, ex-
president of the old Chamber of
Cominerce and one time trade mis-
slonary to the Orient, came out bold-
ly today as a champion of the in-
truding race of Japanese.

As a witness this morning before the
congressional committee investigating
the Japenese situation on the Ppelfic
coast, Judge Burke decliared:
CITIZENSHIP IS PRAISED

“In my opinion all the gualities of the
Japanese go towards making good citl-
zens and neighbors. In thiz they are
second to no other people. They have
respect for law and arder, high regaid
for the rights of other people. They are
peaceful, Industrious - and thrifty. It
seems to me this is the first time a
people have been condemned for thelr
virtues."

Judge Burke followed Governor Louls
F. Hart and Miller Freeman, president
of the anti-Japanese league, to the wit-
ness stand. The hearing s being held
in the federal courtroom.

A few Japanese were present at the
opening msesaion.

Governor Hart explained that he was
not qualified to appear as & witness be-
cause he was familiar with none of the
facts in the Japaness case.

DATA IS COLLECTED

He had, he sald, Instructed heads of
various state departments a Year or
more ago to get together all data re-
garding Japanese Intrusion i~to lines of
industry, the schools and commercial
enterprises in thig state, These heads
| of departments, he sald, were ready to
testify as to thelr findings.

"Twelve or 15 months ago,” he said,
“l observed a considerable feeling In
this state concerning the aggressiveness
of the Japanese in vhrious enterprises.
The feeling was keen because of the
unloading of ship loads of Japanese here,
in spite of a pso-called ‘gentlemen’s
