James W. Inches admitted today.
Beginning with only one farct—that
the body of a murdersd woman had
been shipped from this city some time
in June—the homicide squad, by per-
sonal Investigation and wired reports
from a dozen police departments, has
jdentified the murdered woman as Mrs
Katherine Jackson-Leroy, and the mur-
derer as Eugene Leroy, her husbhand,
to their own satisfaction.
MOTIVE 18 MYSTERY
A motive for the murddr, where,
when and how it was committed, and
how the missing vital organs were dis-
posed of, are mysteriea still unraveled
and further complicated by conflicting

clues,
Due to the widespread publicity being
given thae mystery, police Iast

concerning the murdeved woman and
Leroy. and discovered two men who
formerly worked with Leroy in Detroit
automobile factories. Information thus
obtained alternately- cleared mand mud-
dled existing theories and surmises.
Just before leaving for New York
city to clear up all possible doubt that
the murdered woman was Katherine
Jackson-Leroy, Mrs. Marie Trumbull,
friend of Mrs. Leroy, is #sald to have
told ths police that on June 1- Mrs,
Laroy confided. in her that she was to
beacome a mother. :
THEORY ADVANCED =
Due to Mrs, Trumbull's revelation,
the theory that the woman died as a
result of a criminal operation gained
strength. 2
At the me time Information re-
celved (rém Fred Stockmore, who
worked with lLeroy at the Disco com-
pany, and gther information given by
Mrs. TrumbBull, tended to give more
eredence to the theory that the hus-
band had killed Mrs., Leroy in a jeal-
ous rage when he belleved she was
about to return to Alabama with Allan
A. Tatum, a former sweetheart.
According to Stockmore, Leroy told
him that his home was in New York
city. that he had a wife and Z-year-old
child there, and that nis father had
formerly been a wholesale liquor deal-
er. Stockmore says he always talked
to Leroy in Yiddish, and that Leroy
had hoasted he was living with a
woman not his wife here.

AGREEMENT CHARGED

Immediately following the organisa-
tion of the Grande Ronde Lumber com-
pany under the laws of Oregon about
February 9. 1889, the officérs and em-
ployes of the company are said to have
entered into an unlawful agreement and
to have conipired to defraud the gov-
ernment of the timber land.

Perpons, whom It- is claimed wers
hired to file upon the land, are id to
have entered into an agreement wi the
company by which the title of the land
was to Inure to the benefit of the com-
pany when the filing costs were paid.
The officers of the company are said to
have waited until after the applications
had been posted in public places and ad-
vertised in newspapers before attempting
to obtain any of the deseds. When pub-
licity was no longer feared thé alleged
illegal trandactions are said to have be-
gun.

The suit ls Brought under the direc-
tion and authority of Attorney General
Falmer, says Veatch. Veatch has spent
a greater portion of the past six months
in verifying information gathered by
investigators from the government land
office and in drawing up the complaint
which was filed Tuesday. He predicts
that over 200 witnes=es will be subpenaed
when the case s called for trial. Agents
from the land office have been working
on the case for over two years.

INCORPORATORS NAMED

All the applications named in the com-
plaint are sald to have been made at
La Grands, and all entrymen except
three are said to have made their ap-
plicationas following the organisation of
the defendant company. These three
are named as William Bluem, Charles
Morsback and Fred 8. Stanley.

The incorporators of the Grande Ronde
Lumber company are named as L. C.
Stanley, Cornelia Btanley, Fred 8. Stan-
ley, J. 8. S8herman-and George W. Dwin-
nell. The following officers and em-
ployes are also charged as conspirators:
George W. Brown, Edward M. Coombs,
Michael W, Wilvelstad, alias Mike Nel-
son ; James M. Mimnaugh, Charles Mim-
naugh, Frank 8. Murphy, Geurge Stod-
dard, William Y. Stoddard, C. W. Nib-
ley and others, whom the. government
professes not to know by name,

‘Various methods were employed by the
government to arrive at the amount of
damages sought for in the action, says
Veatch. In some cases the original
value of the land was considered, while
in others the present waluation, value
of the products removed and the addi-
tional amount the government claims it
would have recelved had the alleged
fraudulent entries not been made, is
considered.

This case is said to
have been ruled out of the lower court
because the rnment did not start
prosecution of the . alleged fraudulent
entrymen within six years. Lusk says
there are no statote limitations in a
damage suit such as“has been filed by
Veatch.
