Peandleton, July 2. .—For 18 years
sheriff of Umatiila county, Til Tay-
lor made a record of achievement
which stamped him one of the most !
able officers in the state and North-
west and a lealler as well in munici-
pul and state activities. During the
years that he has been in office he
has captured many dangerous crimi-
nalg, but never shot a man.

Sheriff Taylor never was Injured in
a fight with ecriminals, but he had
numerous narrow escapes. In ths cap-
turs of Hart and Owens July 13, those
who saw the battle sxy that the sheriff
would have beeén jJustified In killing
them, as they made every attempt to
shoot their pursuers.

Sheriff Taylor alded in thes captures
at Portland of the slayers nf the late
J. N. Burgess and George E. Peringer,
and received a part of the reward
offered for the capture, of tha holdup
meén.

Another spectacular plece of work
was the capturs o1 the train robbers
2t Meacham four years ago.

He became deputy sheriff In June,
1888, when Willlamm Blakely was elected
sheriff. Taylor served as deputy for
two years and was elpcted sheriff at
the and of Blakely's term in 1302, Bince
1502 he has served continuously as sher-
iff- of this county. Joe Blakely and
A. C. Funk have been deputies during
thesa yvears.

Taylior's coolness and bravery are
proverbial, not only in Umatilla county
but throughout the state, and he was
unquestionably the best known sheriff
in the Northwest. , °
CROOKS FEARED HIM

Crooks and bad men respected him
for his nerve and squareness. It was
charactaristic of Sherilr aylor that
while dying ‘he gave In#ructions re-
garding the hunt for the men who
caused his death,

As director of the Round-Up associ-
ation ever since (ts organization and
Its president when he died, Sheriff Tay-
lor was prominent in putting on the
show. He was a member of the Eilks
lodge, Masons, Knights of Pythias and

other orders. He was well known In
Portland, having reigned as “"King
Joy™" at the Rose Festival. His work

ld West offered him the superin-
endency of the state penitentiary, but
Sheriff Taylor declined. He was again
mentioned in 1919 for the place.
«Sheriff Taylor was B man of good
physique and was a typical Westerner.
In his youth he was a foot racer and
won n many amateur contests. He
was A member of the old Pendleton
volunteer hose company, and the com-
pany won in several tournaments with

contestants from' neighboring towns and
counties,

Tilman D. Taylor was born September
19, 1866, at Howell Prairie, nine miles
from Salem. Two yvears later he came
with his parents, Mr. and Mre. David
Taylor, to Umatilla county, the family
settling at Centerville, now Athena.

He attended the Athena sehool and
later went to school in Walla Walla.
