IAway up in
the upper reaches of the pivers which
have their source in the Olympic moun-
tains Of the Olympic peninsula, forest
service employes, rangers and woodsmen
are searching today in an effort to lo-
cate Miss Henrietta McKaugham girl
reporter of The Oregon Journal, who un-
dertook to make her way on a vacation
trip from Port Angeles to Lake Quinault.
on. the other side of the rugged range,
alone. Indications are that she is lost,
somewhere between the head of the El-w- ah

basin and the'stfas for it was at the
head of the Elwah that Miss McKaughan
was last seen, Sunday, July 26, by An-
drew Griffin. Olympic forest inspector,
who was going over ' the trail to Port
Angeles on an inspection trip.
. Miss McKaughan told Griffin at this
time that she had found the "going
very rough," and Grif fin tried to dis-
suade her against continuing the trip,
telling her that what she had been over
was very easy . compared to . the rough
country that was to come. (Griffin eays
that she Carried a very heavy pack and
had provisions l! days. Miss
McKaughan told Griffin that she ex-
pected to reach Lake Quinault' on the
29th (last Thursday), and it was her
failure to show up . there that caused
apprehension among the forest service
men. , .

Between the point at the (head of the
Elwah, where Griffin saw Miss Mc-
Kaughan, and the trail thai leads down
to Lake Quinault, -- there ts about 17
miles of unbroken trail of jthe roughest
sort, and it " is in this territory that
Dave I, Hartsuck, ranger at the lake,
fears she has lost her way).
