COURT HAD RIGHT-
10 COMMIT GIRL

Edwarfl J. Shinners, whose peti-
tion for a writ of ha corpus in
the case of Eva Workman brought
forth an opinion from Judge Tucker
last week upsetting the authority of
district courts to imposs sentences
for the vioclation of paroles by per-
sons under control of the state d
of health on Moanday, brought an
action involving the municipal court.

He eappeared befors Circuit Judge
Kavanaugh asking for a writ of habeas
corpus in the case of Hazel Edwards,
who was sentenced by the municipal
court to three years in the state in-
dusirial school for her vielation of pa-
role. Points in thé decision of Judge
Tucker were presented as applying to
the case at bar, and it was argued
that the municipal court had no juris-
diction to impose such a tence.

It was argued by Shinners that the
maximum authority of the munlecipal
court would have been to fine the
woman $1000 or give Wer = jail sentence
of one year, accordimg to the law of
1918, but He alse drgusd that the mu-
nicipal court has no mérs authority than
that of the justice courts, established
in 1915, and that at that time there was
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no such crime as that of breaking quar-

antine, and therefore the sentence was
fllegal and weid.

Deputy District Attorney Maguire and
Attorney Molnturff argued that while
the municlpal court has authority to
impose a jall sentence of one year, as a
punitive measure, there is also within
its discretion the alternative of sending
the girl, for her oOwn benefit, to the
state industrial schoal. Various author-
itles wers cited, and Judge Kavanaugh
took the matter under advisement.
