51,000,000 ESTATE
ARE FORTHCOMING

Indications that ltigation may be
instituted in the ssttlement of the
éstate of the late Thomas J. Prince,
who died February 7, leaving an es-
tate running well over §$1,000.000,
and $350,000 of which is located in
Multhomah county, were given by a
petition filed in the probate depart-
ment of the circuit court Monday.

Harlon F. Ong, executor of the estate,
filed a petition in which he asks for
authority to Institute ahy actions neces-
sary to protect the estate.

A statement is also Tiled by Ong, set-
ting forth that on January 3, 1918, Win-

throp Hammond was appointad guar-
dian of Thomas J. Prince, and that this
guardianship was continued until
Prince’'s death; that on April 7, 1920,
Hammond filed the report as to his
guardianship, and that while no per-
sonal claim for compensation has wyet
been filed, the petitioner believes that
a claim for §100,000 for such compeénsa-
tion will be made, and he states that as
executor of the estate he will oppose
such an allowance

Prince was a retired business man
who had extensive interests In hard-
ware manufacturing concérns at Wor-
cester, Mass. The Prince hame In Port-
land is valued at from 315,000 to $18.000,
and e owned one of the largest English
wainut groves in Oregon, it being lo-
cated iIn .the Willamette walley. The
principal heir is a son, Harold Prince.
