Into Court

OS ANGELES, Aug. Il.—(I 8.)—

The umﬂonul charges of ‘Babe"
Borton, former member of the Vernon
Coast league club, that certfain players
of other teams were paid to help Vernon
win, last season’s pennant, were reiter-
ated in an affidavit made public today.
