In the main, Oregon farmers are not
regelving an adequate price for thelr
farm products. The argumenl that in-
creased production tends to reduce
prices | of farm products is fallaclous.
There s an irreducible minimum below
which :the farmer cannot profitably sell
hig crop and remaln prosperous. When |
that minimum is reached production in-
evitably decrenses because the incen-
tive to produce is lost.

All these things, which mean increased
taxable wealth, also mean a lower pro
rata state tax; for it Is axlomatic that
the greater the taxable wealth the lower
the percentage of taxation. The Cali-
fornia state market commissian has
heiped enormously to Increase the ta!-l
able wealth and prosperity of Call-
fornia. 1t is to be presumed, that given |
a similar law in Oregon—and the pro-
posed Oregon act i very similar to the
present Callforina act—the same rule |
wiil apply.

Salem, Aug. 28.—Marion, Polk and
Washington county dairy cattle
breeders who have heretofore held
almost undisputed sway in the di-
vieion of the spolls in their depart-
ment of the Oregon state fair, will
have to loek m.thelr laurels this
vear, according to A. H. Lea, secre-
tary of the state fair board.

From present indications the real con-
test for the blue ribbons in the dairy
cattle division at the 1920 falr will lie
between the coast counties of Tillamook
and Coos, Tillamook county, Lea slatés,
is 'eoming to the fair this year with &
carload each of Holsteins and Guern-
seys and a big herd of Ayrshires, while
Coos _county breeders have signified
their Intention of taking home their
share of the honors.

NEW BPACEA!’,@_,BDED

Not even the 13 big barns which in
vears past have been ample to house the
livestock exhibits at the Oregon fair, will
be sufficient to take care of the cntrlu
this year, Lea declares.

Besides Oregon exhibits there will be
numerous entries from the states of the
East and Middle West necessitating the
erection of tents or a resort to other ex-
pediences in caring for the overfiow of
exhibits.

Lea is now figuring on the consiruc-
tion of a Gouble row of stalls along one
side of the mammoth stadiom for the ac-
commodation of the horse show entries
and a part of the race horses as one
means of solving the housing pmbiem
with which the falr is faced atthis time.

Word from Professor Nelson of the
Oregon Agsicultural college, superin-
tendent of the sheep exhibits, is to the
effect that there will be more zheep en-
tered at the 1820 fair $han ever before,
while the same sentiment is eéchoed In
reporis .from the hog and pouitry men
tngerested In the forthcoming show.
BRABBIT FEATURE BIG

Rabbits, which heretofore have been
passed up entirély by the fair board as
not” of sufficient importance to merit
classification, will come into their own
for the firsft time this year. Already
more than 500 entries are assured In the
rablit department, Lea states, although
the ard extended its official recogni-
tion to this class of entries with many
misgivings as to the showing that might
be made By rabblit breeders. Rabbir
breeders insist that the high cost of
meat’ is just now bringing their Indus-
try into recognition and will come to the
fair prepared to demonstrate the praoc
tical side of rabbit ralsing,

shared the automoblle pavillion must

Calves,
instead of being sent to pasture for
growth and development, are marketesd
in Inersasing numbers, because the cat-
tle men eanpot obtajin funds with which
to carry them.
