Three Thousand People Crowd
Into Armory at the Capital
City and Hear One of Best
Talks of Democratic Nominee.

Salem, B8ept. 13.—Governor €ox
of Ohio this morning pledged the

immediate entrance of America into
the League of Nations if he is elected
to the presidency. He pledged him-
self to progressive government, to
continuance and -extension of the
federa] reserve and farm loan sys-
tems, to reclamation, to disarma-
ment, to an offensive against the
meat packers who, he charged, have

profiteered through cold storage,
and to reduction of taxes,

He was addressing 3000 people who
crowded into the armory here. He dldn't
fight, he didn't have to fight; his audi-
ence believed as he believed.

Governor Cox questioned as to the
last pledge given the soldier boys who
marched away. - “Did we not pledge
them that they were fighting to end
war?' he questioned. A chorus of "we
did” answered.

‘“We are.,” the audlence returned.

The progressive governor declared the
agricultural industry to be the greatest
in the United States.
