the Columbia athletes seemed to play
In an over-anxio- us manner while on
the other hand the high schoolers were
cool and collected, at times bordering on
the mechanical.

There were enough thrills afforded to
satisfy the most critical fan and the
tackling was hard and ; ferocious : but
never so fierce as to be classed under
the "unnecessary roughness" rule. '

The strong Washington line exhibited
tome of . Its power when it looked as
though Columbia intended to score and
Houston . Stockton, one of the greatest
halfbacks of the league, was forced to
get his forward ' passes as well as his
punts away rather hurriedly. This made
him fizzle several, of his kicks,, two of
them going for 12 and 15 yards. In
fact, the first Colonial score came as a
result of one of Stockton's kicks going
out of bounds on his own rd mark.

and as many goal kicks in the
econd quarter and wound up the day by

adding seven more points in the third
quarter. . Captain Johnny Haak 'regis-
tered the first score when he went the
12 -- yards on an. off tackle buck on the
short side of the unbalanced line, Scott
kicking-- goaL ' Four minutes later,
French made a sweeping end run 'and
managed to throw himself across the
line after being tackled. . Scott again
goaled.
