“You state you are willlng to make
peace immediately and hope Ireland also
is willing.

The London press welcomed signs of
an approaching truce. The Post alone
commented unfavarably.

There was opposition both here and in
Ireland. Some Sinn ¥Fein leaders de-
clgred they are not ready to undertake
peace now, which would result in a
compromise of their demands. Other
lenders approved O'Flannagan's offer,

Meanwhile, anti-Sinn Fein activities
continued throughout England and Ire-
land. At Liverpool, two women, one a
school teacher, were arrested on charges
of complicity in Sinn Fein plots. Hugh
O'Reilly, town clerk, accused of par-
ticipating in raids, was taken by the
constabulary.

By ¢istilling wood gas and using it
in place of charcoal, Snyder claims that
the chemical properties will be such
that all thesa foreign matters will be

iron becomes of the consistency of

The navy department estimates that
it will need more than $695,000,000 dur-
ing the hext year, sor approximately
$355,000,000 more than was granted by
congress during the current year. The
estimate for naval eonstruction calls for
an expenditure of $184,000,000, This is
to complete naval craft authorized in
1916, and in addition Secretary Daniela
will ask for the authorization of another
building jprogram.

The main divisions of the government
that are asking less money next year
