" tles have obtalned recently against Bir-
hoff and Kargin and which has resulied
in the present liguor smuggling prosecu-
tion In Belllngham, was gained in part
by Aberdesn police and In part hy a
datective agency of Beattle, engaged

three weéeks ago by the city council to
investignte the Koleskl murder case.

The council under this agreement
pays the agency $2000 and $8 per day
for the tima of each operative. With Lhe
two Abérdesen men, the police hold
five Russians from other citles and five
Austrians, all of whom ara charged with
complicity in varying degree in what
the police believe to have been one of
the largest whiskey rings ever operated
in the state, From some of these men
and from outside witnesses the agency
dateetives and the poliée have obtained
they belleve impli-
cates Sirhoff and Kargin in the Koleski
murder.

That the two men declared they
would “get Koleakl” after the latter had
testified against them is said to be the
substance of affidavits in the poszession
of the Whatcom county sheriff, the de-
tective operatives and Aberdeen police.

FIRST STORY FALSE

The confession is contained in a
lengthy statement of questions and *an-
swers of 49 pages of typewrilten manu-
geript.

Later in the confession he acknowl-
edged this part to be false, gave what he
swore . to be the real facts:about the
murder and admitied he killed Sweeney
for no other purpose than to get pos-
session of the olg car.

OLD MURDER RECALLED

D. C. Brichoux murdered R. C. Lum
Goodwin about midnight September 4,
1916, in his automoblle somewhere be-
tween Vale and Ontario. Covering the
body with a lap pobe and hiding it in
the tonneau of his car, Brichoux earried
it through Ontario and, sfter fastening
arms and legs together with automobile
¢hains and tying an automobile hub to
the feef, cast it from the w bridge
into the Snake river. The body was car-
ried down the river to the rallroad
bridge and was discovered by a railroad
brakeman on Sunday.

The murderer then drove to Nevada,
where he attempted to collect a draft
at a Winnaemuca bank on Goodwin, re-
turned to Ontario the following week
with a carload of bootleg whiskey and
was arrested by Sheriff Brown. Indict-
ment for murder in second degres was
at once made by the grand jury. Bri-
choux was tried in Vale, found guilty
and sentenced to life on October 30. He
ia gerving his sentence at the state peni-
tentiary.

No disturbances have occurred since
Howard's arrest became known in Vale
although feeling against Howard is run-
ning high. It was found out this morn-
