Persons addicted to the use of the

Indian hemp' plant often develop into
habitual users of cocaine and morphine,
in the opinion of physicians.

Indication of this was furnished di
rectly in municipal court a few weeks
ago, when "Babe" Cummings, a local
drug addict, now. serving a four months
sentence in the county Jail, admitted to
Judge Rossman that the first narcotic
drug that she had used was Indian
hemp. It was given her by Mexicans
in Seattle, she said.
