Yanks’ Field
Will Rival
Old Stadium

NEW YORK, Feb. 21.—(I. N. 8.)—

The historians and artists of
early Greece have raved in print and
color about the great amphiteatres
of Athens where the discus thrower
and sprinter of old were wont to ex-
hibit their prowess before a hollday
throng.

An old Roman gentleman by the name
of Livy did his bit by writing several
thousand words about the magnificent
stadiuma of Rorffe where Roman you
pitted their skill and strength in sports
against one ancother.

WERE WORKES OF ART

These amphitheatres that we have
heard about through the Greek and Ro-
man writers and artists were erected as
works of art. They rivaled in splendor
of conception and magnificence of fin-
ish any of the great' palaces or stale
buildings of the time.

In Rome the gladiators fought on the
red sands of the arena before & grand-
stand that took many years of patient
slaving to build. In Athens the clean-
limbed Hellenes ran their races and
threw the hammer in a field surrounded
by colossal evidences of art

These great palaces of sport crumbled
as time passed. They were never re-
buflt. Perhaps the enthusiasm for sports
was not great enough to inspire thelr
rebuilding. It may be that interest In
art dwindled for a time and no one
wanted to put forth great efforts to give:
athletics an artistic setting. Whatever
caused the neglect of the great amphi-
theatres matters little in view of the
effects. .

LOOKING BACKWARD

since the early Greek-Roman days of
sporting carnivals reveals that no other
nalions or period of history ever boasted
such athletic enthusiasm or amphitheatres
f?r staging athletic . competitions. In
England and France and other Euro-
pean countries horse racing and the jousts
and tournaments of the knights revived
to & marked degree some of the flagging
interest in sports. But they did not in-
&pire anything like the amphitheatres of
Rome and Athens,

Starting out on a small scale the great
American game of baseball has worked
slowly but surely toward the idea of
the Greeks and Romans, which combined
sports and art in a way. At first our
national pastime was a matter of match
Bames staged In empty lots. As the
game found increasing favor with the
public It was necegsary to build crude
stands for, the accommedation of the
fans. @

And so, working from the sand lots
and vacant flelds, baseball has, after
only a few years of existence, climbed
into a position of such importance that
it is now played in amphitheatres that
cost fortunes in money and represent
some kinship in art, even If it be prac-
tical art.

BIG MODERN PLANT

Football as played by the American
college has made its demand for the
costly stadiumn, too. Witness the Yale
bowl, that vast saucer with a seating
capacity of nearly 000 people. Now
we have the $2.,000, amphitheatre to
be built by the New York American
laagma elub for baseball purposes.

Verily, baseball is bringing the sport-
ing world the prominence it enjoyed In
the days of the ancient Romans and
Greeks, who lavished their art and their
gold onrtemples dedicated to the ways of
athletic competition. -
In spending $2,000,000 on a baseball
plant the owners of the Yankees have
let it be known In advance that their
new home is not meraly to be a mam-
moth grandstand. It is to be a work of
l.rchitec{.urll genius that will command
recognition from those who look for the
ar;la:‘ic even in sports.
