Has the general public & war-time or
profiteering appetite? The average re-
tail butcher will tell you so. but I have
recently taiked with a number of house-
wives who say that the retailers are
talking for effect

For instance the butchers claim that
the publics appetite 18 confined almost
exclusively to roasts, steaks and chops
and that it passes by the boiling meats
that are just us good and much cheaper.

tallers ciaim this iz the reason why
they must charge the high price for the
better cuts bhecause they find so litue
demand for Lhe cheaper stock. House-
wives on the other hand claim that the
butchers always advance the price of
the less desirable cuts whenevelt the
public shows a demand for such stock.

In any eévent butchers all over the
country make the same cliaim against
tne public's appetite as do the local re-
tallers,. For instance the Institute of
American Meat Paackers sends out (his
cry of alarm ;

"*Although wages have been reduced,
business has been contracted, purchasing
power has been lessened and millions of
men are reportad idle, yet most consum-
ers are atill diseriminating against the
lesa expensive cuts of meat and continu-
ing their wartime preferénce for steaks,
chopa and roasts,

“That circumstance constitutes an odd
feature of the meat gsituation at the pres-
ent time,

“It had -been expected that any de-
crease In wages or employment would
tind to increase sharply the demand for
forequarter meats Instead, the socalled
choica cuts still enjoy a great prefer-
ence, and meat that is equally nutritlous
and palatable is moving sluggishly at
very much lower prices.

*This 1s true of beef, lamb and pork
Rarely has there been such a spread in
price between popular cuts which can
be prepared quickly ‘and cuts which are
used, for example, in making pot roasts,
stews, elc. The houssawife who knows
how to cook chuck steak, cormed beef,
lamb staw, pnt roasts and similar dishes
now [finds herseif in position to obtlain
unusual bargains in thoss retail stores
—and they no doubt are in the majority
—which have adjusted their prices to
the new wholesale levels.

“Explanation of the continued pggfer-
ence for the “choice’” cuts at a timé€ like
titis probably lies in the fact that whole-
pale meat prices have declined more than
most prices, and all classes of meat, in-
ciuding the popular cuts, ure still readily
avaijlable even to those whose purchas-
ing power has been reduced.”

shipment. To do so, every potato must he closaly
examined for it is mot always the babit of Lhe
tuber moth to invade the very polato thal the
imsperor will pick up for examinalion.

Criticisgn is shown againsi the latest order of
the state Decause it still leaves the guestion up
ia the air, The potato trage says that either
the Califormis stork should stop coming here or
clse the buyers be amuped that their legitimate
purchases be not condemned.

MUCH GRAIN BEING MOVED
OVERSEAS FROM PORTLAND

With seven grain carriers In. the river
for grain loading within the next 10
days, two already gone and eight mere
for early May loading, the foreign busi-
ness for the port looks well over the top
of neighboring ports. The bulk of the
wheat for export will go to the United
Kingdom. Two cargoes are booked for
Italy and one for Copenhagen in D'm-
mark.

SEAMEN FIRM AGAINST PAY
REDUCTION, SAYS FURUSETH
(United Press Staff Correspondent)

New York, April 2L—American ship-
ping will be completely tied up on May
1 'if the owners persist in their efforts
to reduce wages, Andrew Furuseth,
president of the International Seamen's
union, dealared today.

Furuseth, a typical “old salt,” stid
the seamen “wliil not recede ome Inch™
from thelr present stand, and predicted
that a strike would [nvolve every mem-
ber of the union on both coasts and the
Great Lakes = There are 110,000 mem-
bers, of whom about 35000 are now idle
because of shipping depression.

Winthrep L. Marvin, president of the
American Steamship Owners' associa-
tion, declared he was confident the sea-
men would come to terms before the
expiration of the present wage agree-
ment at the end of this month,

Both sides are willing for the United
States government to act as inlermedi-
Ary providing they are unable to settie
the dispute themselves. Furuseth al-
ready is making dally reports to Secre~
tary Hoover. Representatives of twe
government departments will participate
in the conferences of seamen and own-
ere, which will be resumed Monday.
