control. Goed schools, she conlended,
evidenced good business sense on the
part of those who supported them, for
it is impossible te foster the material
progress of the city without training
and equipping strong men and women
lo put in charge of that progress.

SUIT AGAINST HIM

C. N. Huggins, present secretary
of the board of school trustees, ad-

deal in 1913, before he had attended
|a meeling of the board and shortly

| Morrison is defendant in a suit for
restitution brought by the trustees.

Malarkey was on the point of asking
| why Huggins, who signed all the com-
plaints in the case of the board against
Morrison, had alleged that Morrison
kept his interest in the land secret, but
at that moment court was adjourned
until after lunch.

SECRETARY READS MINUTES

Minutes of the board were introduced
in evidence to show how the trustees
began investigation of the land deal
after Walter T. Sumner was appointed
Episcopal bishop of the Oregon diocese,

The  board is eeeking to cancel the
transaction by which $25.000 was paid
to Dr. Morrison in 1908 for 100 acres of
the Oak Hill farm as a site for the
Bishop Scott academy. Dir. Morrison,
while a member of the board. dealt with
the board in this transaction and made
@ profit by it, it is charged.

Huggins was on the stand the entire
morning, reading minutes of the board
meetings between 1908 and the present
time,

According to the evidence, a meetinx
was held March 26, 1917. when Bishop
Sumner, who had come to Oregon from
Chicago a little over a year before,
read & report on the Oak Hill farm
deal, in. which he charged Dr. Morri-
son, rector of Trinity Epilscopal church,
with making a big profit
CHARGES SBET FORTH

A resolution was passed nelhng forth
the charges and giving the pastor a
chance to make restitution. Those
present were Bishop Sumner, J. B. Ga-
nong, W. T. Slater and Huggins.

A letter was addressed to Dr. Mor-
rison, but on April 9, 1919, it was re-
ported that no answer had been re-
ceived. The board consulted with at-
torneys, and on: March 20, 1918, ordered
Dr. Morrison be told that if he did not
make restitution he would be sued.

Huggins then turned to the minutes
of the meetings in 190 8and 1909, when
the board purchased part of the Oak
Hill farm.

According to the records, W. B,
Streeter and E. E. Morgan had an
option on the 1015 acres of the farm
in Yamhill county. Dr. Morrison was
interested with them.

The board contracted to buy 100
acres of this land, the portion with the
improvements on it, and Streeter and
Morgan agreed to plant part of the
land to walnuts and keep the property
in good condition.

Streeter later decided to let the op-
tion expire. He did not wish to ful-
fill the contract. So on January 17,
1912, Dr. Morrison asked that Morgan
and Streeter, who had organized under
the name of the Walnut Grove com-
pany, be released from the contract
under condition that he assume it

RENEWED; WOMAN
GIVES MAN A SLAP

Renewed activity in the “straw-
berry war" broke out in the Hubbard
sector BSaturday night, opposing
forces being led by J. E. St. Clair,
secretary  of the Hubbard Berry
G ers’ association, and Mrs. Wal-
ter ‘Ruhl, a Portiland grower. An al-
tercation between Mrs.™ Ruhl and
Secrejary 8t. Clair followed a series
of heated arguments which featured
a meeting called by Fred Wright,
sales agent of the Hubbard uuocia-
tion.

Witnesses of the fray stated that Mrs.
Ruohl slapped St. Clair in the face be-
cause he had referred to her as a
“grafter.” The lights were turned off
immediately after the reported assault
and two other inciplent scraps between
conflicting berry growers were lost in
aimless hitting at the wind.

About 50 persons attended the meet-
ing, according to L. C. McShane, pub-
lisher of the Hubbard Enterprise.

NO RESULTS REPORTED

The majority of those present were
growers from Hubbard, Aurora, Canby
and other towns in that section. Porl-
land was represented by Mrs. Ruhl and
a party of friends and by Arthur A.
Goldsmith, attorney for the Hubbard
growers' association.

No results were accomplished at the
meeting, McShane stated, speakers be-
ing interrupted continually by Wright,
who Insisted upon making it known that
he was “a friend of the working man,”
and that he would stand by his friends
to the last strawberry in his five-acre
paltch.

Organization of the Hubbard berry
growers began about two weeks ago
and still is at a tentative stage.  Tem-
porary officers are: J. E. St Chir,
secretary; M. Morris, treasurer, and
Clarence Bevans, chalrman. Goldsmith
has been retained as legal advisor to
the organization and will confer with
the temporary officers at his offices this
afternoon.

MANY SEEK BERRIES

There are 43 acres of strawberries at
Hubbard, and according to McShane, it
would be possible to organize about 100
growers at Hubbard and other towns in
the vicinity. There are about a dozen
members of the temporary association,
he stated.

More than 500 automobiles and trucks
piled high with empty crates visiled
Hubbard Sunday, Growers made every
effort to supply the demand for berries
and nearly all the visitors secured a
few crates.

Market conditions are improving in
the Hubbard section, McShane said, and
prices for the balance of this week prob-

Eilers Music House. Afler Ellers went
into bankruptcy the Oregon Eilers com-
pany was formed, which cencern is still
doing business at 287 Washington street.
TRUSTEE WINS POINT

H. W. Sitlon, trustee, claimed in his
petition to the court that the assets of
Oregon Ellers were a part of the assets
of the bankrupt estate. This conten-
tion Eilers denied.

In August, 1918, the court issued an
order impounding the books «wf Oregon
Eilers for the use of the trustee. Sub-
sequently a petition was cited for con-
tempt of court, but was never disposed
of becausa & suit was started to de-
termine whether the Oregon Eilers as-
sets were a part of the Eilers assels,

A decree was given by Judge Bean in
favor of the truetee, which has since
been confirmed twice by the circuit
court of appeals at San Francisco,

ORDER IGKORED

Upon securing permission from the
court to audit the books of the new
corporation, Sitton employed expert aud-
ftors and sent them to the office of Mr.
Eilers, who provided them with a room
in his place of business with which to
earry on their work. But before giving
the auditors any books, Mr, Ellers sought
to force them to sign a statement. This
the auditors refused to do, s0 proceed-
ings were again delayed.

A hearing was held and upon the
promise of Eilers' attorney that his
client would comply with the court's
arder, no disposition was made of the
case,

Later Referee A. M. Cannon issued a
written order to Eilers demanding cer-
tain books and certain pages of a few
books which the auditors had seen,
but this order was not complied with.
EXCUSE NOT ACCEPTED

Judge Bean then issued an order al-
lowing Eilers five days in which to
comply with the order of the referee
At the hearing in court Friday, Thomas
Mannix, counsel for Eilers, stated that
it had been impossibie for them to
produce all the books, but Judge Bean
said this morning that this excuse was
not explained in detail and did not sat-
isfy him. The court. however, gave
Eilers 24 hours' grace in which to com-
ply with the order, during which time
Eilers falled to deliver the books.

The missing books are desired by the
trustee, according to statements made
in ecourt. by his attorney, W. C, Bristol,
because there appears to be a shortage
of $21,000 im one account and a total
