DOCEK COMMISSION ACCEPTS
NEW TERMINAL CHARGES

As & special meeting ol the dock com-~
mission this morning it was tacitly
agreed to accept the proposals submit-
ted by the steamsBrp people and the rail-
roads relative to terminal charges on
trans-Pacifie frelghts and to conform,
with minor execeptions, with the tariff
sheet submitted by Seattle interesis,

The board granted suthority to En-
gineer G. B. Hegardt and Harry L.
Hudson to work out the details and
present an ordinance at the next regular
meeting of the board. The malter of
tariff on coastwise frelght was also
passed to Hegardt and Hudson. Three
letters from A. F. Haines were reard.
They all pertained to Portland and 'dock
charges., These letters were also re-
ferred.

The rates agreed upon, with the ex-
céptions «which pertain {o local. move-
ments, and as submitted by the joint
committee of the rail lines and steam-
ship operators at BSeattle, are as fol-
lowg :

A wharfage charge of 50 cents per
ton weight on export and 60 cents per
ton welght or measurement, but not ex-
ceeding §1 per ton of 2000 pounds, on
import traffic, moving under the rates
named {n transcontinental tariffs. The
tariff will also provide for a loading
and unloading charge of 40 cenls per
ton weight on export .and 40 ecentis per
ton weight or measurement, but neot
exceeding $1 per ton of 2000 pounds, en
{mpert traffic between car and pile.

A handling charge willh be published
at 40 cents per ton welght on expert
and 40 cents per ton welght or measure-
ment, but not exceeding §! per ton, on
import. The wharfage charge of 50
cents which will be named in the tariff
will be assumed jointly and equally by
the steamer and rail carriers, the ab-
sorption of the wharfage charge being
necessary to- earry out the plan of free
wharfage and to meet the tariff of the
Seattle port commiasion. The rail car-
riers will also assume the §0 cents load-
lnL and unloading charge belween the

and the car, while the steamer lines
will take and make delivery “at the pile
&t their expense. This relates, of course,
to pveriand import and export traffic—
in other werds, overiand trans-Pacific
traffic only.
