Salem, Or., July 21.—The taxpayers of
Oregon must offer up approximately
$6.420,000 annually as interest on the in-
debtedness of the several governmental
subdivisions reported at $107,400,593, ac-

" cording 16 an estimate made this morn-
ing by James Crawford, daputy state
treasurer, on- a 8 per cent basis

What these figures, admittedly stag-

gering, mean is perhaps best shown by
a comparison with the general fund ap-
propriation made by the last legisla-
ture for the biennial period of 1921
and 1922 for operation.

Only $7,294,735 was appropriated by
the legislature for the two years, ac-
cording to figures available in the sec-
retary of state’s office. This would mean
that approximately $3,647.367 is needed
for the state’'s business during one 12
months’ period. o

In other words the people of Oregon
are paying approximately $2,772,632 more
in Interest on their aggregate govern-
ment debt ¢ach year, than they pay into
the general fund which provides for the
conduct of the state's various activities.

The other is that the Far East prob-
lem is one of the most urgent comfront-
ing Russia. Soviet officials hops that
such a conference will frustrate Japan-
ese encroachments in the Far East re-
public, which they declare has created
virtually a state of war between Rus-
sia and Japan,

Rusgians here, both sympathetic to
and opposed to the soviet regime, de-
clared that the exclusion of their home
country from the Washington confer-
ence would have a bad effectl

Leaving the Russian question unset-
tled, they sald, leaves the world con-
fronted with the possibility of warilke
outbreaks. Also it will permit Russia
to maintain her present standing army
of 2,000,000 men, the
force in Europe today.
