Paris, Dec. 13.—1. N. 8.)—A one bil-
.lion doilar loan, gusaranteed by all Ger-
man customs and paying 7 per cent in-
terest, may be lssued with the approval
of the allles, to assist Germany with her
indemnity payments, it was learned to-
day from a reliable source.

The Inter-Allled reparations commis-
gion is sald to have reached an accord
with the allled gover ts regarding
the note. The date of nes was not
revenled. f

Under present ptans the Iban would run
for 0 vears. A limited nmumber of the
bonds would be offered to each former
e¢nemy power, each allled nation and a
number of the wealthlest of the neu-
trals, . —

If the loan is fully subscribed, it would
be considered equivalent to payment of
German indemnlity for two years. The
money obtained from eale of the bonds
would be distributed justy as the German
indemnity would be apportioned, during
tlu two years following the sale.

The loan would be known as the “in-
ternutional 7 per cent.”

About one eighth or one tenth. of the
proceeds would be put to use Immediate-
Iy liquidating the German indemnity in-
stullments due January 15 and Feb-
ruary 15
