Destruction of all . black currant
bushes in the Northwest, strict enforce-
ment of rigid quorantine laws, and In
the Puget Sound region intensive inves-

tigations in the Infested areas, ars the
aims of the white pine blister rust con-
ferenge, which will urge a congressional
appropriation of 316009 for carrylng
out this program of eradication®of the
blister rust menace in the Northwesl.

The eonference, which opened Mcn-
day, eompleted Its bnsinm Tueaday and
adjourned,

The Pacifle Coast Nurserymen's asso-
clation agreed lo cooperate with the
conference - by urging Iits members to
discontinue the propagation and sale of
black currants, gooseberries and five-
Jeaved, pines.

WANT PLANT WINDOW

The conference recommended to the
federal horticulture board thal quaran-
tine be promulgated, wohibtung inter-
state movement of the “hosts” of white
pine blister rust out of that part of
Washington lylng west of the Cascade
mountains,

It recommended that all stales in the
west ascertain whether the state law
authorizes destruction - of black our-
rants ag a public nulsance, and If au-
thorized to proceed with such destruc-
tien; if not, Lo secure legislation that
will permit thelr destruction.

That a window on plant producta be
established at the poatoffice to handle
the malling of all plants was another
recommendation adopted.

The conference favored a campalign of
scouting and education through the pub-
liz schools, county agentz and Boy Scouts
on black currants, blister rust and their
connection along lines of a plan used In
Canada in 1916,

SCOUTS PROPOSED

The finance commitiee, urging the
emergency appropriation in 1922, urged
thut funds be used as follows:

Scouting for the distribution of the
diseade; quarantine enforcement in the
West ; 'studying Western factors In
spreading the disease; survey to deter-
mine natural barrlers; experimental
eradidéation and control. ,

Investigation work would include ten
men for the Puget Sound district to de-
termine the exact extent of Infected cur-
rants or gooseberrles and potentiaily
infected pine, and to keep such areas
under observation against reappearance
of the disease; six additional men for

scouting In areas east and msouth of the’

infected area, chiefly for black currants
_. It would provide four men for Idaho,
three for Orégon, two for California and
one for Montana, all workers at large.
British Columbia would provide five
men for the Kootenal district and 10
men for egontrol work in the Infected
Area.

MRS. OBENCHAIN 10

Counsel for Arthur C. Burch scored
hezvily In its campaign to impeach the
testimony of state witnesses who coo-
nected Burch witn ih%e murder of John
Belton Kennedy, by a strong chain of
circumstantial evidence.

C. C. Blair, city marshal of Beverly
Hllls, struck a blow at Mrs. Ellzabeth
Begenty's testimony when he declared on
the stand that the woman had told him
she saw no guspiclous characters of any
kind In Beverley (:}an the night Kennedy
“u shot.

“She did not tell me anything about
seelng ‘Burch in the glen,” Blair sald
“On the contrary, she asserted that she
saw no one."”

Mrs. Besenty proved the stata’s chief
witness when the prosecution was bulld-
ing it cuase. She testified from the
stand that she had seen Burch, Kennedy
and Madalynne Obenchain In the glen
on the night of the murder.

Edgar Nittinger, motion picture actor,
testified that he drove up to the Bever-
ley Glen road immediately after the
undertaker's car which was summoned
to remove Kennedy's body.

“Ours was the only machine following
the hearse,” Nittinger said.

Mrs. Besenty had testified that Burch
drove back to Beverley Glen behind the
hearse and witnassed the removal of the
murdered broker's body.
