River Freight
Line Is Pushed

To Handle Wheat
Astoria, June 7.' The river boat

freight line between The Dalles and
Astoria, by which grain producers and
buyers hope to obtain a rate between
these cities about a third lower than
any existing rail rate, is going forward
and will be put in operation . as soon
as wheat is available from this year's
crop, it was announced at the port of
Astoria commission meeting Tuesday.

A large amount ot wheat is being re-
ceived at Astoria at present. This is
largely being ground for export, the
Astoria mills being the only ones of
considerable size in the Northwest
which are now grinding flour for this
trade and the overseas shipments are
increasing heavily.
