P-- Advisability of recommending the
abolition of capital punishment will be
considered by the Northwest Associa-
tion of Sheriffs and Chiefs of Police,
in convention here today. The major-
ity of the 100 delegates present have
voiced their belief that the maximum
penalty of death is no deterrent upon
crime. v

Crime In the United States today Is
due to excessive use of liquor and
narcotic drugs, L. F. Mays of Seattle,
president, told the delegates.

"America Is in the throes of the
greatest crime epidemic In her his-
tory." Mays declared. "Ninety per cent
of the crime is directly attributable
to drugs and liquor.

Mays also scored poll tax laws,
which he said make undesirable clti-se- ns

eligible for jury duty, as another
crime cause. V

"Never in "history," Mays declared,
"has there been such a time when life
and property have been less secure
than now. The amazing feature of the
situataion Is that there has been no
national effort to cope with these con-
ditions and correct them.

Mays recommended that action be
taken by the convention on the parole
system, the practice of sentence sus-
pension, juvenile delinquency and that
a systematic criminological clearing
house be organized for the benefit of
peace officers. - v. " :
