They know a strike
was coming.

Yes, in March, but prices now are as
high as ever, she said. Her rent stiil
is $16 a month.

Then
there is $3 a month for the gas bill
and an occasional dress for Josie, shoes
for the family—albeit Bennie was con-
tentedly romping in the yard in “his
bare feet—payments on her husband’s
insurance policy, union dues, more than
enough to eat up the family pay check.
