General Sherman used to tell an amus-
ing little story of Taylor anent his nomi-
nation for the presidency. At that time
General Taylor was stationed at New Or-
leans. He was a Kentuckian and the
Kentuckians were very properly proud of |
him. One day shortly before the conven-
tion met at Baltimore he was approached
at Now Orleans by an old Kentucky |
friend, who said: |

sGeneral, we wint yon to vimn for presi- |
dent.”

“Who wants me to run?’ asked Gener- |
al Taylor seriously.
“Why., wa do—all
bors.™
“Well, then, if that's the case,” replied
the old hero, without changing the ex-
pression of his face, ““1 reckon I'll bava |

The wax
producing orzuns of the bee are certain
glands on the nmderside of the abdomen
which are surmouanted by thin plates, on
which the wax is deposited in flakes
Hke miiniature (fish scales. It is taken
from these plates by a pair of shears or
cutters, admirably adapted for the par-
pose and formed between Lwo joints of
the hind legs

It is passed to the month, where it is |
chewed and rendered plastic by the
jaws. The hind legs have many bean- |
tiful stroctures and modifications fitted |
for gathering pollen and cleansing the |
bee. while on the front legs there ia a |
regular comb and brosh, admirably |
adepted for cleaning the attennme or
foelers, which are very delicate and im. |
portant semse organs.—Boston Tran.
