Hebrew speculators during Bismarck's I
occupancy of the chancellorship, The
explosion of this bombshell fairly shook
the German empire, but Ahlwardt again
failed to sustain his rash statements
and was laughed and hissed out of the {
reichstag. In the judgment of many
the man is slightly unbalanced.
