MADE CLEARER

A Cipher Dispatch Has Beeu Received
From Schley.

Wasmixgrox, May 26.—At 11:45 to-
night the navy department received a
cipher cablegram from the West Indies
stating that Bchley is off Santiago har-
bor guarding the entrance. Official
knowledge that Schiey is on hand and is
ready to prevent Cervera's escape from
there makes Sampaon’s course clear. He
will proceed to San Juan and reduce the
fortificatione as soon a8 he has received
official information that Cervera iein
Santiago harbor.

The navy department is morally sure
that Cervera did not leave Santiago.
A United States ecout boat saw him
enter the harbor. While the econt boat
wad absent time neceseary to reacna
cable station Cervera's fleet might have
emerged, bul thie poseibility is regarded
80 far remote as to be considered impos-
sible. Behley is urranging with the in-
surgents in the rear of Bantiago to get
absolute proof, The countermining of
the harbor is understood to have been
commenced by Bchley. The latter ex-
pects to get some aclion in connection
with Cervera within 48 hours,
