TAKE WARNING.

Notice iz hereby given to all property
owners that all flues and chimneys must
be constructed io accordance with the
ordinance against danger by fires, and
if said chimneys and fluee are not con-
structed in accordance therewith, tue
full penaity will be inflicted on the oi-
fender.

The following is & copy of said ordi-
nance, regulating the building of flues
and chimneys:

Section 9. That every chimney or flue
that hereafter may be buoilt in any
frame building within the city shall
have walle of good quality of brick or
stoue at least four inches in thickness,
and be laid in good lime and mortar and
be plastered on the inside, and when
passing throngh or near the wood wor%
to be plastered on the outside.

No chimney or flne shall be bauilt
which shall bave any joist or timber
resting on or entering into the same
further than will have at least six inches
between the end thereof and the chim-
naey or flne. They shall be well secured
and shall extend at least four feet above
the roof of the building to which they
are attached, measaring from the poiot
where each chimpey or flue passes
through the roof, and should euch chim-
ney or flue be deemed unsafe to the
building or buildings adjoining by the
fire warden, they shall be ecarried vp to
such height as may be deemed neces-
sary, not to exceed four feet above the
extreme height of said building or build-
ings adjoining.

And notice is further hereby given
that all chimneys and finegs now in use,
contrary to the aboye ordinance must
be removed on or before December 1, "08
