LIQUOR TABOOED

Resolution If) Sent to Con-

gress "Asking for War
i Emergency Act

Teachers and officials of the Sa-
lem public schools yesterday signed
a petition which is to be submitted
to congr Is. snd which has been sent
to Representative W. C. Hawley and
to Senator Charles L. McXary, ask-
ing that a war emergency prohibi-
tion bill be passed. The resolution
folV:"Whereas, Fifty million bushels
of barley, thirteen and a half million
bushels ot corn snd two and one-thi- rd

Trillion bushels of rice were
used last year In making beer;

"Whereas. Eight million tons of
coal and seven hundred thousand
cars have been and arejj still being
used annually for brewerV products;

"Whereas, In every Industry upon
which victory; depends, there is a de-plors- ble

lack of labor;
"Therefore, In the interest of

food, fuel, transportation! and labor
problems, we. the teachers and offi-
cials of the public schools or Salem,
Oregon, do hereby respectfully peti-
tion conrrea to pass a. war eme'f-enc- v

prohibition act. to continue. for
the duration of the war tand during
the mronstrnction perio4 following,
prohibiting the manufacture, sale
snd transportation of intoxicating
liquors, including beer and wine,
and request that our allies be in-
formed that our continuing to supply
them with foodstuffs will depend up-
on their naaing similar laws to con-
serve grain."u
