tion of the Anti-Saloon League of
America was given birth. 'On Friday
of this week the ploneers of the
movement, with other prominent
workers of the organization, are lo
gather at Oberlin for a celebration
of the silver jubilee of the league.

Numerous temperance and prohi-
bition soecleties had existed in Amer-
ica previous to the organization of
the Anti-Saloon league. While the
most of them had accomplished good
results in arousing public sentiment
against the liguor evil, none of
them had set out to accomplish Its
purpose along the exact lines adopt-
led by the Anti-Saloon League and
carried out by that organization
with great success,

Civie reform was made the basis
of the movement inaugurated by the
Anti-Saloon League. Its first efforts
were directed toward the election of
men who would enforce the laws
already on the statute hooks.., And
through its work along these lines
many communities began the enforce-
ment for the first time of the Sun-
day-closing law and the laws pro-
hibiting the sale of liquors to minors
and habitual drunkards.

When this was accomplished the
league set about to do its best to
abolish the saloons altogether. The
methods pursued in the new cam-
paign were the same as before, Ev-
ery effort was directed loward se-
curing the election of men lo the
state and municipal law-making
bodies who were in favor of anti-
saloon_legislation. As a result of its
work counity and local option laws
were enacted in many of the states.
Under these laws county after coun-
ty and town after town voted “dry,”
unti]l in some of the states the num-
ber of saloons was reduced by more
than one-half within a period of a
few Years,

The success of the loecal option
campaign encourag the league to
seek a higher goal—the enmactment
of laws which would bring about
statewide prohibition. Again the eof-
forts of the organization were re-
warded with marked success. In co-
operation with other temperance
forces, but itself taking the lead in
the actual fighting, the Anti-Saloon
League has brought one state after
another into the “dry”™ column.

Then was lannched the great move-
ment of an amendment to the feder.
al constitution which should abso-
lutely prohibit the manafacture and
sale of intoxicating liquors through-
out the United States. Ja the prose-
eution of this movement the Anti-
Saloon League again took a leading
part. In the national political cam-
paign of 1914 and again In 1916 the
league bent its efforts toward secur-
ing the election to congress of can-
didates pledged fo the prohibition
cause.

A celebration of the passage of
the federal amendment by congress
is to be combined with the silver
jubilee celebration of the league at
Oberlin this week., After a survey
of the country showing the relative
position of the wet and dry forces
with reference to the ultimate action
on the national amendmnent, the
league leaders declare that the evi-
dence of prohibition sentiment is =0
widespread and pronounced as to al-
ford good ground for belleving that
the nation will be nominally dry long
before the seven-year limit of ac-
ceplance carried in the resolution as
it passed congress.
