Add yeast
mixed with some of the lukewarm
liquid, molasses and salt. Stir in the
flour and barley sifted together
Knead, using more flour If necessary
Cover, let rise until it doubles ia
pulk. Form into loaves and put lale
well-greased pans; let rise untll M
sgain doubles in bulk. Then bake In
a moderate oven four hours.
