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NEW YORK, Dec. 20.—A delinite
program calling for prompt rotumm
of the rallroads after the passage of

remedial federal legislation was
worked out at a mecting here to-
day of the standing committee of
the association of railroad exeeu-
tives according to an announcement
tonight. While provisions for the
plan were not made public it was
sald that they took into a consider-
ation every detail of the problem.
The program will be submitted
next month to the senate interstate
commerce commiltee, if it is approv-
eed at a Mall meeting called here for
December 30.

Whatever the enst it was sald the
executives are apposed to extending
the period of federal control beyond
21 months after the signing of peace,
as prescribed by law. 1t is upder-
sinod that rather than have the
time extended to five years, as sug-
gesled by Director General MecAdoo,
they would prefer teturn of the
roeda without the proposed exten-

sion. A hint as ton what form the
executivea think this logislation
should take if found in the reasons
Lthey. ascribe for Iimproved econdi
tions effected by government oper-
ation, additional equipment. abpli-
tioa of the shippers, power to route

Living Accommodations Too
Crowded in Portland,
Says Hoff’s Report

A dangerously overcrowded condl-
tion in the living accommodations of
Chinese and Japanese in Portland is
called to the publie attenaion in the
biennial report of State Labor Cdm-
missioner O. B. Hoff. Living quar-
ters, says the report, are al a premi-

crowded tenements, if rigidly enfore-
ed, would work wonders and remove
a general menace to publie health.

“Their sleeping and living apart-
ments are {lly ventilated,”” the report
says, “and the per capita alr space
afforded ls about one-third that ree-
ommended for health conditions. The
Japanese are much ahead of the Chi-
nese in this particular, but conditions
among both races could and should
be decidedly improved.

The Japanese population in the
state is given as only about 5000.
Their wages have inereased In rail-
road work from $3 to $3.50 a day
and at common labor from $2 to §3.
Thelr per edpita cost of living In esti-
mated at $16.50 a month and they
buy 90 per cent of thelr subsistence
in domestle markets. The Chinese
population, the report says, has dl-
minished somewhat fn two years and
is estimated at 6500. About 60 per
cent of their subsistence is purchas-
ed from domestic markets. Their
wages Have advanced from $3 to
$3.75 for rallroad work, and corre-
spondingly In otehr lines.

The report covers a wide range of
subjects coming under the jurisdie-
tion of the office. Lasting beneficial
resulls are attributed to the factory
inspection law, The net increass in
factory plants In the twe years has
been 48. There have been 10 con-
| vicions for violations of the labor

law.

The need of ehild labor supervision
is greatly increased, “due to the ab-
normally high cost of living and to
the opporfunities created by war in-
dustries In Oregon.” The report urg-
es that there be no lowering of the
standards in this regard, and Mra
Millie R. Trumbull, secretary of the
board of inspection of child dYabor,
who submits this part of the report.
