no collateral for new issues nor se-
cure new loans."” .
Credit Necessary

“The importance of restablishing
railroad eredit cannot be over esti-
mated,” said Judge Lovett, “but nev-
e¢rthelegs, | am persuaded that no
guaranty short of a return upon the
full value of railroad property will
be helpful to that end, and that 2
guaranty of full value is not practi-
cable without government operation-
which I regard as beyond diseus-
soin."

“We girle who are now on strike
werea 100 per cemnt for liberty bonds
during the loan drives,” said one of
the girls yesterday. “We bought
more bonds than any other women's
organization in Salem, and I think
the public should be willing to help
us now."” :

“It has been brought to the atten-
tion of the jeint strike committee of

“In order to clarify the situation
the committee hereby authorizes the
following slatement:

“The original demands of the
sirikers were that the men should be
paid $6.40 a day, and other minor
working econditions shocvld be grant-
ed: that the minimam pay of the op-
erators when stariing work for the
telephone company should be $2 a
day (which is barely emough for a
girl to live 0a) and that they should
receive at the end of two years' ser-
vice a wage of $4 a day, these rates
of pay to pe made retroactive to the

the previous agreement with the tel-
ephone eompany had expired.

“The telephone company then
made the following counter proposi-
tion:

“That the men should receive $6
2 day, to and including December 31,
1920, with no concessioas as to oth-
er conditions, and that the operators
should refeive a maximum salay of
$19 a week after a period of seven
years' service, their agreement 12
terminate on June 15, 1920.

“This counter proposition was not
in any way satisfactory to the strik-
ers. Therefore, on Saturday, June
28, aa ultimatum was delivéered to
D. P. Fullezton geuneral superintend-
ent, and the telephone company stat-
ing that the following points would
have to be met before the counter
proposition could receive any consid-
eration at our hands.

“First: Back pay from January 1,
1919: January ‘1, hecanse at that
time our agreement expired and all
they have done since tuen has been
to make promises. Therefore ,the
agreement that we ae working for
now should become effective Janu-
ary 1, 1919,

“Second, termination of the men's
and the grils’ agreement at oae and
the same (ime. The company wants
the operators’ agrecment to termi-
nate on June 15, 1920, and the men’s
to terminate on January 1, 1920;
