Such leaders should use
every argument to quiet their fol-

lowers and to condemn farther law-

lessness as an offset to white out-
rage. These who suffer from such
riots are often, one might almost
say usually, not participants la the
fighting,, but are bystanders who
happot to be in line of fi-- e cither
through unwise curiosity or because
they can't help it. Meantime, peace-
able, 3aw-abldi- ng negroes are be-

sieged in their own house where
they with difficulty secure nieded
food and s(ippl'n they go to their
occupations at the risk of th-i- r lives.
Negro house-owne- rs are threatened
with arson.

These riots have a lesson which
the whites should take to their souls.
It is that each nc of us ha.t a re-

sponsibility to the community in
dealing with our colored fellow-citizen- s.

Evc-- y time a white man in-

sults a negro, every time he conveys
by his conduct an overweening sense
of his race superiority to a 'negro he
contributes to the cause out of which
these race riots have come. No race
responds eo quickly to ryntpathctic
aid as the negro. No ace can be
made to forget or forgive past wrong
as easily by sincere cooperation and
protection.

The second, paragraph refers to the strikes and threatened
strikes of some or all of the railroad unions for higher wages.

stories of the treatment of the col-

ored troops in France, some of them
unfortunately true, have been given
widespread publicity among negroes
in this country. Some official com-

munication from American head-
quarters warning foreign officers
against social familiarity with Amer-
ican negro officers, though subse-
quently disavowed by the command-
er in chief, were printed and widely
circulated by the colored press. Edi-

torials dwelt on the heartlessness of
race prejudice which persisted evea
when negroes were shedding their
life's blood for their country and
which even the government they
were dying to save was encouraging.

Negro leaders are divided Into two
classes there are those who feel as
deeply as they can the injustice and
heart misery arising from race pre
judice, ind they would restraia as
far as possible by legislation and ex
ecutive action such Injustice. But
they believe that the real way to
ameliorate conditions is to educate
the negro for life by vocational and
character training and by thus in
creasing his value to his community
a'ad himself to moderate and neutral-
ize such prejudice. They preach and
cultivate self-restrai- nt by the negro
and self-betterme- nt. They deprecate
mfuch the inflaming of the souls of
colored men against the white race.
even when there are at hand well-e-s

tablished facts justifying Indigna-
tion and a deep se'ase of wrong.

There are others, educated men.
wlio, with no restraint, have poured
out their agony of soul and sense of
outrage in addresses and editorials
and aroused their fellow-negr-o e as
they never have been roused before.
The lynchings. those horrible exhi-

bitions of blood lust, agaiast which
all good people are joining in appar-

ently hopeless, protest, have led to
desperation among the blacks. The
retired negro soldier, used to arms,
returning from the war environment,
reeentiag the ingratitude lie sees in
all of this, is prompted to "direct
action" to remedy his.wrongs. He
has heard much of "direct action"
from other groups seeking redress
of their grievances. The general un-

rest is in harmony with his Impulses.
On the ether side, we have those

who look with suspicion on any
source from which the supply of la-

bor can be Increased. The lower In

the scale of latelligence the stronger
their feeling against a race they
glory in calling inferior.

Then the minute there Is an out-

break, the lawless and the criminals,
coming out into the open like cock-

roaches at night, join in the quarrel
with avidity and divide by color.
Thus the riot begianing in a single
quarrel develops formidable propor-

tions. . Innocent people of both races,
frightened by reports, arm them
selves for protection and we have a
situation deplorable indeed.

The evidence seems to show, as Is
usually the case, that In Chicago
the whites were the aggressors and
displayed man's inhumanity to man
in stoaing a negro lad into a watery
rrave because he had passed a sup
posed line of segregation between
white and negro bathers on a city
beach. Soon, however, both sides
were guilty of lawless assaults and
murder. But of course the negroes

suffered the more. They always do.

Dr. Moton. the wise and able head
of Tuskegee. anticipating the possi
bility of such distressing outbreaks.
described, . in a commencement ad
dress at Hampton last May. a state
of things at Birmingham some weeks
before. He said that rumors spread
that the negroes of the neighborhood
were getting amis and drilling with
the purpose of attacking the whites
on a certain Saturday night. It gave
him and others great concern. They
investigated. They could find no
basis for the report of such a plan
But they did find that negroes and
white men' alike, stirred by the re
ports, were arndng themselves and
that the suply of small arms and
ammunition in the shops in Binning
ham had been completely exhausted.
A committee of leading white men
and colored mea met and did every
thing possible to allay alarm, and
the dreaded Saturday night passed
without incident or outbreak.

The educated extremists among
the negro leaders must certainly see
that, however great - the Injustice
done to (heir race due to blind prej-
udice, "direct action" is tbe worst
possible remedy. The more white
victims the greater the colored vic-

tims will be. and in the end the
feeling out of which this evil has
con? will be increased and the slow
and steady Improvement in th agri-

cultural and industrial status of th
