RAILROAD STRIKE |

ed lonixhl by Frank Morrison, see-
retary of the American Federation
of Labor. An Independent investi-
gation of s=trike causes by the rail-
way executives, the statement said.
revealed “‘just a plain, ordinary
strike for more pay.”

“If there were enough revolution-
ary power in the United States to
create such an outbreak as this”™
Mr. Morrison sald, *'the condition
Rut there
is no such power. The absolute fail-
ure of the silorney general to grasp
the true situation is amazing."

The only development today afl-
fecting the government's connection
the organi-
zation meeting of the railway labor
board, which met with seven of its
nine members present, elected offi-
cers and determined to take up, be-
ginning tomorrow, the whole ques-
tion of railway wages at the point
where the bi-partisan discussion be-
tween men and employes dropped
it some days ago, unable to reach
conclusion.

Government Acts Stupidly.

While tactics of the railway strik-
érs were wrong and disavowed by
organized labor. Mr. Morrison's
statement said, this should not pre-
vent an ‘““honest” understanding of
the facts. His own viewpoint as to
causes of the strike, he added, was
based om reports gathered by em-
ployes’ representatives not in sym-
pathy with the strikers,

*[ po'nt to these reporis and the
evidence they contain as an evidence
of governmenial stupidily im deal-
ing with the situation,” Mr. Morri-
son continued. “*While the govern-
ment, through the attorney general
is contemplating repression and pun-
ishment. treating the strike as a
crime, the 1eal employers know that
the strike is an outbreak against
economic conditions.

“After reading the digest of those
reports, the conclusion is evident
that whatever the merits of the
sftike. it is chiefly just a plain, or-
dinary strike for more pay.”

A Simple Strike for Rise.

NeWw York and New England in-
vestigators reported they had found
ririke sentiment “sirongest among
the intelligent and conservative
men,” Mr. Morrison said. Many of
the strikers have merved for long
periods on one railway, he added,
and never before were known as agi-
tators. Other observers found “‘mo
virus of disloyalty or revolution in
the ranks of the disaffected work-
ers except the usual evidence of ex-
tremists who are ‘riding’ the strike
as sometimes happen to be the
cass.”

‘Mr. Morrison declared the railroad
executives were “fully informed™ as
to the character of the strike and
“they-know that the outbreak is un-
der no revolutionary direction.”

“According to data gathered by
the emploves from their represen-
tatives in close touch with the strik-
ersf, throughout the country,” the
statement added,
walkont is .not of a revolutionary
character or origin.

“A digest of the reports show tlnt
ll all localities the reasons advanc-

ed by the strikers for their action
are startlingly alike. °‘Everyone of
our investigators,’ the digest says,
‘ls firmly convinced that so far as
his territory is concerned the strike
is all-American and entirely devoid
of Bolshevism or 1. W. W.'ism. and
that up to the end of last week the
radical element was not in evidence
at alk" ™
