Basing his estimate on reports from transatlantic steamship lines,
Frederick A. Wallis, the new immigration commissioner for the port
of New York, predicts a flood of immigration by comparison with
which the million or so immigrants who eame to these shores annually
a few years ago ‘‘will seem small.”’

There is every indication that the commissioner’s view of the fu-
ture will be amply justified by events. The suspension or unsatis-
factory recovery of industries in many advanced European countries
will turn the eyes of millions of skilled as well as unskilled workers
toward the opportunities offered by Ameriea.

Wallis gives at the same time a warning and a pledge:

- **1 want to see only the right men come through those gates at
Ellis Island.”’ ;

FOREIGN TRADE OF U. 8. IN FISCAL YEAR 1920

The foreign trade of the United States in the fiseal year which
ends with this month will make a new ‘“high record.”” In both im-
ports and exports, says a statement by The National City Bank of
New' York, the figures of the fi;gal vear 1920 will exceed in value

those of any preccdmiﬁ year. Expbrts will apparently exeeed 8 billion
doMars against 714 billions in the fiseal year 1919, 6% billions in 1917,

and 2 1-3 hillions in the year immediately preceding the war. Imports
wilFmake the astonishingly high record of $5,000,000,000 against $3,-
000,000,000, in 1919, a little over $2,500,000,000 in 1917, and less than
$2,000,000,000 in 1914, the year preceding the war. The total foreign
trade for the year will exceed 13 billion dollars against 10 1-3 billions
in 1919, slightly less than 9 billions in 1918 and 1917, and 44 bil-
lions in the year prior to the war.

By an agreement between French and Raussian agents, France
will exchange 3,000 interned Russian prisoners for 125 French wo-

JAPAN'S SHANTUNG PFROFFER.

Japan has taken the initiative in
settling the vexed Shantung contro-
versy. In a lormal nole to the pow-
ers the Japanese governmenl an-
nounces tha: it Is prepared to with-
draw its troops from the Shantung
province just as soon as China can
arrange for policing the Shantung
rallway. The note states that the
Japanese government desires Lo open
negotiations with China relative to
the restoration of Kiao-Chow and the
settlemoent of detalis

China is asking for more time. It
is apparent that the Chinese gov-
ernment feels that it is not strong
enouzh to negoliate on an equal foot-
ing and desires the assistance and
co-operation of the powers. Dnt
(‘hina oecuyles an equivoeal position,
for it his declined to sign the peace
treaty and accept Lhe disposition
there made of the Shaniung prov-
ince, yet it Is relying upon the mem-
bers of the League [or help against
Japan.

Japanese diplomats are pastmas-

ters in the art of making their coun-
try appear in the light of sacrifie-
Ing something to a neighbor. But
the Chinese statesmen say that the
Japs have an uncomfortable habit of
covering one with professions of the
highest esteem while cheating them.
The concessions which the Japanese
offer are {nade to appear great,
while she asks for a big thing as
though it were an immaterial fa-
vor, .
It Japan is sincere In her proles-
sion of a desire to give up her 66-
year lease on Shantung and return
the territory to China, she deserves
well of all civilized nations; for she
will he giving up of her own aeccord
something that was awarded to her
in the peace treaty. Perhaps other
nations are inclined to judge Japan
too harshly. She has a code of hon-
or which, while differing from that
af the western nations, often causes
her to be self-sacrificing when it Is
the least expected of her. In the
light' of experience, however, one
cannot blame China for wishing to
look this gift horse in the mouth.
