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LOAN IS SOUGHT
TO SAVE NATION

Roumania Sees Need of Ob-
taining More Money to
Tide Emergency.

BUCHAREST, July 3.—Rumania

is seeking (o place a loan In the
United States and wants to give as

security her six per ecent national
bonds. without llen on her forests or
her oll properties.

According to Le Progres the coun-
try’s most confusing problem s the

reorganization of finances. which are
in a confused condition, partly due
to the dumping in Rumania of sev-
eral billions of Austria-Hungarian
crowns. Russian and Ukranian rubles
and other worthless moneys. Within
the past ten months the value of the
lel hag decreased from ten to the dol-
lar to 55.80 to the dollar, according
to the [luctuations of the market.
This depreciation is also due, it
is stated, to an illegitimate influx of
paper money from Germany. During
the German occupation, the Germans
established the general bank of Ru-
mania and issued large guantities of
paper money bearing the name of
this bank. It is suspected that since
the armistice, the Germans have
smuggled into Rumania more of this
money printed up in Germany.

Le Progres states that at the be-
ginning of the war the Rumanian
national debt was only 500,000,000
lef and that now it is more than 30,-
000.000.000 with no means of esti-
mating the exact amount of paper
money In circulation. The standard
‘paper money of the country at pres-
ent is that issued by the National
Bank of Rumania.

In June, paper money printed in
the United States will go into eireu-
labon and all other moneys will be
with drawn, it is believed, through
the Rumanian government, since it
has taken over the new provinces of
