A TRIBUTE TO COLONEL WHITE

of Franklin D’Olier, national commander of the Ameriean Legion,
to Oregon. On Monday he came to Salem and at a luncheon in his
honor at The Marion delivered a clean eut, commonsense address on
the aims and aecomplishments of the Legion that must have left
a profound inspiration for patriotism and good citizenship, not only
to the service men but also to many of Salem’s leading citizens who
were in the audience.

- That evening Commander D’Olier delivered a publie address at
the Armory, and at six o’cloeck was entertained at a banquet at the
Benson Hotel by the Department of Oregon.

Speaking at this dinner he took oeeasion to pay a remarkable
tribute to Colonel George A. White. Adjutant General of Oregon,
and at present a resident of Salem. The Oregonian commented ppon
this address as follows:

‘““At the banquet at the Benson, Commander D’'Olier
took oceasion to pay a tribute to the work of George A.
White, saying that he was particularly pleased to be in
Portland because it was the home of Colonel White. He
said that White was one of the leaders in the formation of
the Legion in Franee and said that as long as Legion mem-
bers are willing to give their time so unselfishly to the or-
ganization its future was assured.”

This is a well deserved tribute from a great national charaeter,
toward a eitizen of the state of whom we all have reason to be proud.
