FLOOD IS HIGH

Expensive Propaganda Is
Spread by Works

Of Entente

GENEVA. Feb. 21 Germany
has began to flood Switzerland
and other neutral countries with
very expensive propaganda In
book and panphlet form, such as
the memoirs of Ludendorff, Von
Hindenburg, Von Spree and other
naval and military leaders in the
war. The books cost between two
and 50 Swiss francs each.

These together with experiences
of the former Emperor William
and Crown Prince Frederick are
pent to the Swiss citizens free ot
all cost without anything to show
where they originated. All class-
es of persons receive them and
the Swiss newsnatrs are asking
who i behind this unwanted pro-
paganda. The German minister
at Berne has denied any official
knowledee of it
