WEATHER BAD FOR
- HOPSAND PRUNES

Mould and Brown Rot Ap-
cear—More Pickers Would
Be: Welcomed

!

Heavy losses to prune and hop
growers of the Willamette valley
distriet are threatened if the fogs
and damp weather of the past few
days contimme. Growers are hop-
ing for favorable weather condi-
tions until their ecrops have been
placed under cover.

Calls for more help are belng
sent out by the growers as a re-
suit of traces of mold, and while
an securate estimate of the mum-
ber of pickers that are needed

cannot be made, it Is believed
that at least 1000 can be used.
Pickers have received encourage-
ment by many of the hop men by
advance of 10 cents a box, and in
some instances are olfering addi-
tional bonuses in an effort to get
the pickers in the field early and
remain through the harvest.

Brown rot lg¢ beginning to ap-|
pear on ‘the prunes, and these
growers are entirely at the merey
of the weather. Harvest of this
crop is regulated to a great ex-
tent by the zipening of the fruit.
The rot has not spread to an
alarming degree yet, and no seri-
ous loss will be. sustained lq the
weather continues warm.
