WORK ON ROOSEVELT HIGH-
WAY

Two projects along the Roose-
velt highway will be undertaken
this year. One involves Lhe im-
provement of mnDearly ten miles
between the town of Hduser and
the line between Douglas and
Coos counties. The sum allotted
for this project is $100,000, with
the state furnishing a like sum.
Within the Siskiyou National for-
est four miles of the Roosevell
highway between Mussels creek
and Euchre creek will be recon-
structed at a cost of 3146 000, of
which the federal government
will furnieh $58,000 and the
state $88,000.

In order to maintain the na-
tional forest highway already con-
structed the sum of $34,900 has
been allotted and the state wili
cooperate Lo the extent of $7,200.
