JAPANESE LABOR ?

FEDERATION SEEKS
SWEEPING REFORMS

TOKIO, Jan. 3.1. Thc Japan-
ese Federation of Iabor and fits
affiliated organizaUons is active-
ly engaged in the formation of a
national labor party in anticipa
tion of the passage of the man
hood suffrage act at the present
session of the Diet. The leaders
claim that with the backing of the
Farmers' association and other
agrarian, societies, the Japanese
Fabian society and kindred organ
izatioDS, they have several hund
red thousand potential rotes, and
thus hope to secure representation
in the'lower house at the next na-

tional elections. They also claim
that the Suilheisha, a national or-
ganization of so-call- ed social out
casts, will join the" new party.
There are paid to be about 800,000
of these men. j

The platform of the new party
is socialistic and sweeping in its
demand for reforms. It includes
an increase in the rights of the
working man, especially In --free
speech and assemblage; adoption
of universal suffrage; a radical
organization of . the j House of
Peers, or its total abolition; jthe
adoption of a graduated scale in
fixing taxes on incomes, land, bus.
inests profits, and inheritances; the
Imposition of taxes on capital nu
luxuries, and the abolition of jthe
direct coneumption taxes; sweep-
ing reduction of armaments;! re-

form of the conscript service sys-
tem; democratization of the army
appointment of civilian minister
of war and navy; abolition of the
general staff and of the staff of
the navy; reform of the higher
educational machinery to suit the
requirements of . the : working
classes'; . payment of the cost of
national education by .the state:
democratization of foreign policy;
nationalization of main Industries;
self government for the colonies;
recognition of trade unions, estab-
lishment of an eight-hou-r work In f
day, and the fixing of minimum
wages; recognition of the right te
strike; national ownership of land
and residential houses;' establish-
ment of farmers unions, govern
nient control of the rice industry;
abolition of the peerage; a lever
ling of' class distinction; protec-
tion of maternity by the state; and
a workmen's compensalton act.
