Now Ve are fir
tag mem lull ears of com and
letting , the ;husks ;go 'towaste
Edncators elieTe ' this Is recog
nltlon. of ihe changed "national
point of "view and placed edvea- -

tien where it belongs. , Education
was pace the Cinderella oJt thei
body politic. It was regarded aa
a aort of a drudge. It seldom waa
administered to the women., and
only to a few men. "Recently edu
cation "has been growing so fast
that it has been mada arallable
and administered . to ' millions of
people. Then rose the necessity of
providing avenues for the differ
ent tendencies of minds. The
three R'a were discredited and we
had n thousand 'different 'lines of
thought trying to accommodaie- - a
million 'different minds,' All edu-
cation has spread out and taken
all these many lines, erery line
of which is education. It is xm
fair to say that yon can make a
narrow, Iron-bou- nd - curriculum
and hold the children, to it. They
are bound to break orer this. iWe
hare got to provide them with
enough aTenaes that the different
trends of minds can be accommo
dated. , .

In the recollection of men now
in that senate 'the general 'public
regarded educators 'either, ' as pe
dants or as mild cranks. . But this
last label has become meaningless
because school men can attract
large audiences, and there are so
many ways to ventilate vlewSu The
fact is that education has had to
fight for every Inch, of ground it
has taken, but In spite of all ob-

stacles- it is eoming Into its prop
er relationship of human endear
or. It is not the ezelnsfre - right
of one class and the male 'mem
bers of that class and it is not
given as a grudging concession to
the world, , Including the women.
It is given as a right, and we have
broadened our views so aa to es
tablish tne right - of every ehUd,'
no matter where born, to a fair
chance for an education. Educa
tion "gives ns more love and feel
ing for the oeantiful, the great,
ihe true, and as long as educa
tion remains true to that aim it
iserves Its purpose. - it is not
primarily, concerned with mere
livelihood. As we remarked, It is
a broad question 'and one that de-

mands careful thought and should
not be passed upon by the senate
kinder the sway of eloquence or the
fear of pedagogy domination.

A PITY

America must respect its senate
next to the supreme court. The.
recent spectacle or taking a month;

A senator of the United
States is not sacred, but he should
be entitled to respect. He is out
side the pale It he lends himself to
prevent a fellow- - member from
answering to the bar of justice for
his misdeeds. To do " this is no
better, than, for an. outlaw gang to
hide one of its wanted members

in the mountains. ;
