disaster were; that the explosion
occurred when miners either cut
Into abandoned workings or a
slight cave-i- n opened old work-
ings in which gas had. collected,
the miners lamps setting oft the
gas. . The explosion occurred , In
entires oft the. main east entry on
both sides. ':

Men who had been in the mine
said the explosion seemed to go j
in gusts , some peisg sunocaiea,
others horribly I burned beyond
recognition while others were but
slightly burned.

' Many were hurled about the
rooms and entries. The rescue
work 'Was' impeded by the gas
which was being forced from : the
workings asii'apidly, as possible.
the mine fan being undamaged by
the blast. Fumes of gas escaped
from the main shaft as the air was
pumped through the mine and two
bystanders were overcome.
