These were exceptionally
poor, *“Yes, in Africa I heobnob-
bed with royalty. At onse time I
was invited to visit a king in his
palace. We had to enter it on all
four, the door being but two feet
bhigh. There were no windows, no
furniture, ‘We seated ourselves on
the 7loor whicth was the bare
earth., In the center of the hut,
for such was the king's palace,
was a roumnd heole in fhe groumd,
containing a number of leaves andI
dtieks. These, to honor me, the
king Hit. I soom found that I
would have prefered that he had
not wished to honor me. 80 much
as there was no chimney and the
hut snhon became smoky.” Mr.
Shepard said that the smoky huts
told on the bieary and bloodshot
eves of the natives.

Bishop Shepard slso spoke of
the roads in Africa which were |
made mostiy by women. 1In rucll-
it seemed that very nearly ail of

the Africam harvd labor was done|
by 'women. “The roads,” s Id
jishop Shepard,” might be com-
pared to thosé we traveld to reach
Silver Creek Falls. Anyway they
L ] .

weren’t very good.”” The roads
were plastered by hadnd by the
women who worked at this ten
hours a day. Bishop Shepard had
traveled over a 65 mile streteh of
road made in this manner,

Many other things of Interest
did Bishop Shepard teil. He was
offered thas whole library belong-
ing to 750,000 people. *“It con-
sisted of one book-—the New Tes-
tament of the Bible, There were
110 schools about the first mis-

sion | visited but there were no
books. Ten million black people
are influenced by Christianity.

In former years America stole
five million people from Africa.
Now ' Americang are trying to
teach many times this number
how to live.
