PORTLAND, Or., May 29.——Af-
ter devoting most of the day to
consideration of & proposed toll
road between Forest Grove and
Tillamook, the state highway com-
raission this afternoon mapped out
a heavy construction program to
be advertised for the June meet-
ing. The new projects are in 13
counties,

More bites will be taken in The
Dalles-California highway, ene a
Hew section between Bend and
Lava Butte of 11 miles, and 13.4
miles in Klamath county from the
deschutes county line to Crescent,
The commission ordered advertis-
ed the Bly mountain section in
XKilamath, in the Klamath-Lake-
view highway, which is 13.4 miles.
The commission decided to resur-
face 16 miles between Lamm's
aills and Klamath Falls.

The Siletz Bay-Rocky Creek
section, 10 miles, is the only part
of the Roosevelt highway in Lin-
coln county north of Newport-that
has not been built or contracted.
The last thing the commission did
was to .order this section adver-
tised. ¥t will he a two year pro-
Ject. 'When finished it will con-
nect with Roosevelt highway in
Tillamook county.

~ (The following is from a letter
addressed to O. E, Brooks:)

“Kgn_l_;_e&h._l}q: was through here
last week and told me that cher-
ries would be Yery high this year,
and that prices obtained last year
would in all probability be far out-
done this seasen. He stated that
our trade is making inquiries right
along, and was anxious for me to
find out as soom as possible about
how many cars 1 could figure on
and how soon they would begin
rolling.

“If you can arrange to handle
them in such manner that they
can be got under ice soon after
plcking and without being allowed
to stand around in common stor-
age, without changing tempera-
ture like putting them into a cold
room and thea taking them out
and packing them and them put-
ting them back again, it looks
very much as though far more
money can be got out of Royal
Anns this year than the canneries
will pay. They are at present pay-
ing eight cents, 1 understand. It
you could get fogether a few cars
and handle them In such manner
that they would not turn, we coald
beat that all hollow this season.”

BRAMWELL FINED $50
ON CONTEMPT CHARGE
ENT WILEL APPEAL CASE

Action Grows Out of Mandamus

Proceedings to Move Office
Back to Balem

Frank C. Bramwell, superin-
tendent of the state banking de-
partment, was fined $50 in the
‘Marion county circuit court Fri-
day by Judge L. H. McMahan when
he appeared to answer a charge of
criminal contempt of court. Mr.
Bramwell immediately filed notice
of appesl to the supreme court.

The contempt charge was placed
against Bramwell when he failed
t_gkn.ppe'lr in Judge MecMahan’s
court to show reason why he had
filed an affidavit of prejudice
against the judge, and wanted the
case tried in another court. Mr,
Bramwell failed to put i an ap-
pearance in the court room to an-
swer these charges, and was then
cited for contempt. ]

Mr. Bramwell's attorney declar-
ed that Judge McMahan was not
authorized to cail him into court
to explain his motion of prejudice,
but that, under the statute, the
only thing he was empowered fo
do was to jssue a,change of venus
to another authorized court, Judge
McMahan contested this statement
and declared that, insofar as he
did not know Mr. Bramwell, and
had never met him, to his knowl-
edge, he was entitled to know why
he could not give him a fair trial.

The case greWw out of a petition
tiled by George Putnam of Salem,
protesting against the removal of
the headquarters of the state
banking department from Salem
to Portland. Mr. Bramwell was
cited to appear in the circuit court
here to explain the change, but
jmmediately filed 'a motion Jor a
change of venue, stating that
Judge McMahan was prejudiced
against him, and could not give
him a fair trail on the merits of
the case.

Mr, Bramwell was then asked
to show wherein Judge McMahan's
alleged prejudice was evidenced,
but refused to do so, with the re-
sult that the criminal contempt
charge was placed. .

A belated . on for transfer

as also filed by Mr. Bramwell
yesterday, together with an ob-
jection in which he demurred
against the affidavit filed by John
H. Carson, district attorney. The
objection is made to the affidavit
on the grounds that it does mot
state facts sufficient to constitute
a basis for proceedings in con-
tempt, and that “it affirms and
appears therefrom that the court
was without juris dictum to make
the order sought to be made the
basis of the alleged contempt.”

mer Governor Lounis . Hart, for
whose arrest a warrant was sworn
out at Tacoma todey on charges of
having sol” " .cd a bribe in connec-
tion with .iquidation fees for the
defunct . Scandinavian-American
bank of Tacoma surrendered him-
self to {1e Thurston county sher-
ift late this afternoon. He post-
eda $2.000 surety bond as bail.

Mo statement was forthcoming
from the former executive on the
rceent developments in the case.
1lis arrest did not preveamt him
from attending a twilight base-
ball game at & local park.

The warrant was issued upon
information filed In the superior
court by James W. Seldon, prose-
cuting attorney of Prosser county.
The sheriff’s office stated that
the former governor who is at his
home in Olympla would be notifi-
ed by telephone immediately that
the warrant in their possession
and that Hart would be given op-
portunity to arrange bail through
his attorneys here, '

The information accuses Hart of
“‘violating his official duty in that
the said Louls F. Hart did unlaw-
fully felonlously and directly ask
from Guy E. Kelley and Forbes P.
Haskell, Jr., that they pay him a
certain sum of money from the as-
sets of the Scandinavian-American
bank of Tacoma.”

The information specifically
charges that Hart regquested the
attorney and liguidator for the
bank to add an amount over and
gabove their fees wlhich had been
paid to the governor from ' the
trust fund ereated from the assets
of the bank.

The witnesses indorsed on the
information are Clande D. Hay,
John P. Duke and J. C. Minshull
former supervisors of banking; H.
C. Johpson, present supervisor of
banking; Johm H, Dunbar, attor-
ney general; TForbes P. Haskell,
Jr., special deputy bank examiner
in charge of the liguidation of the
defunct bank; Guy E. Kelley, Tho-
mas, McMahon and Frank D. Oak-
ley, former atlorneys for the ligui-
dator; and W. E. Berry, deputy
county engineer. .

Mr. BSeldon declared tonight
that from the time he received the
papers in the case this week from
the attorney general the problam
that confronted him was to draw
an information which would stand
in court.

“It would have been a simple
matter to charge Hart with a mis-
dereanor in the matter but the
charge should properly be a fel-
ony,” he said,

The prosecutor began working
upon an information two days ago
but encountered several obstacles
which delayed him. He had com-
pleted an information Tharsday
but on reading it to his assembied
deputies a flaw was discovered
and the information was redralt-
ed. :
“We now have an information
which will stand and are ready
to go through with the case,” he
asserted. Mr. Selden said that
Hart counld be brought to trial
during the next term of court, if
his attorneys were agreeable.
Otherwise, by the employment of
dilatory tactics, the defense could
probably delay the trial until the
September tarm of court.

SHEPHERD POISON TRIAL
MAKES LITTLE PROGRESS

Witness I Not Yet
{Cleared Up

CHICAQGO, May 29.—(By Asso-
ciated Press.)—After a week of
patient examination of veniremen,
the Willlamm D. Shepherd murder
trial regained its status of a week
ago, when the fourth juror was
obtained late today. Shepherd is
being tried for the murder of his
foster son, Willlam Nelson Mec-
Clintock. Mark R. Splkins, aged
printer and copyreader, was se-
lected.

It was the only progress of the
entire week. The eleventh day of
the trial was concluded with ad-
journment today after 211 men

Three letters were received to-
day from the elusive missing wit-
ness, Robert White, upon whose
testimony Shepherd was indicted.

White wrote from Philadelphia
to Joseph Savage, assistant state's
attorney, that his “main motive
now is to show that Shepherd gang
that I fear them no longer and
you can rest assured that I will
expose ‘all their crooked moves.”

“The Shepherd gang thought
they had me out of the way," said
the letter. “You can tell the
world I kmow Shepherd and he
knows me, too.”

In a letter to Judge Thomas J.
Lynch, presiding at the trial,
malled from New York White said
he would return for the trial. He
explained he left Chicago in a
rented auntomobile instead of by
train because it was cheaper.

White assured Dboth Savage and
Judge Lyneh he would be ‘‘on|
hand when the trial starts and all,
why I left and who made me
leave.”

In another letter postmarked
Philadelphia, White wrote to the
Chicago Daily News that he had
“noticed in one of the newspa-
pers that J. J. Kelley, chiroprac-
tor, ‘LS’ guard and insurance agent,
has all of & sudden become an
angel, acquired wings and told
everything but the truth.”
