Did any one tell you that sugar

beets cannot be grown in the Wil-
lamette valley? It is not true, All
the experiments of last year re-
sulted in sufficient sugar content
to make the growing feasible; that
is, they had in each case enough
sugar content to make their man-
ufacturing feasible. And last year
was a bad year. Ten and twenty
vears ago the sugar interests of
Utah carried on experiments all
over the Willamette valley—and
their conclusion was that this val-
ley was as good a sugar country
as the best districts of Germany,
which were then supposed to be
the best in the world. Later ex-
periments are resulting in hizher
and higher sugar content for beets,
and more and more tonnage, We
can grow the beets here, and we
can get the help to thin and har-
vest them; and this is the place
above all others in Oregon for a
beet sugar factory. Salem must
talk and think sugar beets till she
gets the factory, It will help
every other line on the farm, es-
pecially all live stock and poultry
fnterests. After linen mills, beet
sugar factories are the best bet
for Salem now.
