Circuit Judge Bagley Holds
in Court That Law Is Un-
constitutional

'TEST CASE TO BE MADE

Right of Officers to Search Aafo-
mobile Denjed; Probable Cause
For Seizure Is Said Not

Sufficient

TILLAMOOK, Juna 4-—The
‘Oregon law which provides the
search of sutomobiles, boats and
other vehicles for contraband li-
qunors, without a searchh warranl
and without filing of an affidavit
iz unconstitutional, it was held in
an opinion given by George R.
Bagley, circuit Judge of Hillsbo-
ro, todgy, in seting on a petition
of Walter L. Tooze, Jr., attorney
for C. F. Delford, liquor defend-
ant,

Judge Bagley held his opin-
jon that the proteetion of a citi-
zen's home and his personal efl-
fects inclnded his means of con-
veyance and that such conveyance
came under the term “‘effects.”’
Mr. Tooze's motion asked the
ecourt to suppress liquor evidence
obtained in the search of Deford’s
automobile on the ground that the
gearch and seizure were unlawful
and in violation of constitutional
rights, -
The case against Deford will go
on trial here temorrow.
Referring to this seizure Judge
Bagley said he was convinced
that sectiom 2,225-5, Oregon laws
was unconstitutional and that an
officer has no right of search of

rant, issued upon probable cause,
first conditionally determined.
