h bringing a. betiter price than at
any time in .the history of the
United States.
Déclarfng  that breefdlers —ap-
preciate .this, .the officers point to
the vumerous applications being
made to the quartermaster gen-
eral’s’ office for remount -wires,
more than 1,500 bein gereceived,
To encourage the breeging of light
horses, the guartermaster corps Ig
distributing stallions eof thorough-
bred, -‘Arab and  Morgan breeds,
The thoroughbred, = running
horse, the officers say, is by far
the most _popular gire for. lhe pro=
duetion of riding horses.

In the army’s quest for approp-
riate horses the entire country
hag been covered by army purs-
chasing boards, and while the
purchasing program is now up to
schedule, Major C. L. Scott of the
remount service, said ‘that “the
fact that horses of proper typeé
were sq, hard to locate shows thé
neglect of breeding in the past and
the scarcity of good sires of rid-
ing type at the present.”
