The exchange between Darrow
and Stewart continued for a few
moments '.with the Judge taking;
no part. Eventually It shifted to

discussion or tne proper memoa
of getting the testimony of the
scientists into the record of the
case, j Defense counsel submitted
that witnesses should be heard in
the presence of court and absence
of the Jury. !

The attorney general submitted
that sufficient testimony should
be permitted in the record to en-

able the supreme! court to pass
upon the proposition, but argued
that no long drawn-ou- t examina-
tion could be conducted, "and
make a farce of your honor's opin-

ion." i

Arthur G. Hayes said that the
defense should have the right to
argue before the court that the
law is unreasonable.

The attorney general suggested
that the excluded evidence be put
in substance, Darrow replying he
was willing to do that.

! W.' J. Bryan entered the dis
cussion. asking the court if the
witnesses were permitted to testi
fy as- - experts for the InformatTon
of the courts if they would be sub-
ject to cross examination. Judge
Ranlxton replied that the state
wool') b rfven the oiortnnlty to
cross-exami- ne If the witnesses
went on the stand.
